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 Executive Summary  

NAHEP Project Objective:  

NAHEP is designed to strengthen the national agricultural education system in India with overall objective 

to provide more relevant and high quality education to agricultural university students. This programme 

will promote efficiency and competiveness through changes in working mechanism of agricultural 

universities, raising the teaching and research standards through improved research and teaching 

infrastructure and enhanced faculty competency and commitments, and making agricultural education 

more attractive to talented students. There are four key components under NAHEP, namely; Institutional 

Development Plan (IDP), Centres for Advanced Agricultural Sciences and Technology (CAAST), ICAR 

to support excellence in agricultural universities (AUs), and ICAR Innovation Grants to AUs. It is 

envisaged that improved AU performance through quality enhancement, better employment and 

entrepreneurship opportunities created for agriculture graduates, non-accredited AUs attaining ICAR 

accreditation, and institutional reforms implemented in education division of ICAR and AUs under these 

components together shall contribute to the achievement of the overall program objective. 

Progress made during period: The progress made across each components of NAHEP during  

April 2021 to March 2022  has been captured herewith 

Component 1 a: Support to Institutional Development Plan (IDP) of AUs 

The IDP financed activities are more oriented towards capacity building and governance reforms leading 

to the greater autonomy and sustained accreditation of the University. The key provisions for funding 

under IDP include teaching and research infrastructure development, faculty development and training, 

networking and industry collaboration, vocational training, students job placement, own revenue 

generation and support to twinning plan. In addition to these priorities, emphasis is also being placed on 

effective industry linkages to enhance employability of agriculture graduate as well as to help AUs to 

generate their own resources. Renewed public-private partnership efforts will strengthen stakeholder role 

in curriculum design and faculty and student development. This will help the agricultural higher education 

system in India to produce quality graduates with desired traits, exposure and experience, and skills in 

innovation, entrepreneurship, and agribusiness to solve current and emerging problems of agriculture. 

 Develop skill and inculcate entrepreneurship among the students, strengthen linkages between 

institute, industries, corporate and foreign agencies, as well as strengthening student services and 

integrated management information system.  

 Procurement of laboratory equipments and goods was already completed in FY 2020-21, during 

the CFY 2021-22 training courses including vocational, entrepreneurship development, skill 

development, certificate courses, English language improvement and personality development, as 

well as on themes of environment and social safe guard and gender equality and women 

empowerment were conducted. 

Monitoring and Evaluation:  

All the activities in the JAU were frequently monitored by the concerned authority and outcome were 

evaluated regularly

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2.3 Challenges faced and lessons learnt under Component 1 a: 

1 

The outbreak of COVID-19 pandemic and Omicron posed as a major challenge in implementing 

the planned activities in FY 2021-22 and adversely impacted the International training for faculties 

and students. The closure of colleges and hostels, as well as shifting to the online mode of teaching 

and exam had an impact, since all the students were off campus, but JAU made tremendous efforts 

to organize online/virtual trainings. Despite this several national and international trainings were 

conducted and successfully completed. The selection of students and faculties for international 

training was carried out during the FY 2021-22. The administrative approval for 21 JAU students 

was obtained. Out of 21 students 10 students were able to join the international training at ICBA, 

Dubai, UAE, AIT, Thailand and HUJ, Israel. Administrative Approval was obtained from ND, 

NAHEP for 11 JAU Students for international training at UNL, USA and UC, Davis, USA but due 

to COVID-19 Omicron outbreak, International flight ban & restrictions, embassy closure the 

students could not go for the training. The Interviews for selection of faculties was completed but 

due to COVID-19 Omicron outbreak, International flight ban, Embassy Closure, and start date 

clashes for training it could not be materialized.

The students and faculties will be sent for international training as the project is extended further 

for six months. Efforts are underway to contact the host institutes of international repute to chalk 

out the modalities, expenditure, time frame etc. for working out international training. But the 

scenario due to ongoing war situation has led to rethinking of the possibilities of start dates for 

faculties which can only be materialized if the project is extended beyond for full time until March 

2023. 

3 

Nine students were selected via personal interview by Wageningen University of Research, 

Netherlands for two months online International Internship (February-March, 2022), but 

administrative approvals of the above mentioned trainings was awaited and called off as the project 

extension was only received on 31st March 2022.

2 Focus is to be given on student internship and placement opportunities in corporate sector.

4 Peer to Peer programmes: The peer to peer programmes will be organized once in every month in 

which students will form a technical group and programmes will be conducted by the students for 

the students. 

5 Technical and awareness programmes for weaker students and SC/ST students will be organized 

6 The certification courses will be organized in the domain of Data Analytics, Programming and 

Machine Learning, robotics, drones etc. 

7 ‘Professional Skill Development Training’ (e.g. Data analysis & Deep Learning Applications)  

8 Seminars on latest topics / drone technology / IoT will be organized. 

9 Workshops on identified topics as listed in sanction letter of project will be organized 

10 A series of programme for preparation of competitive exams for economically and socially 

weaker sections will be organized 

11 Professional English Coaching Classes for weaker students will be conducted. 

12 Remedial courses for weaker students will be conducted. 

13 Implementation of Elective courses in UG course curriculum.  

14 More MoUs will be signed with institutes, industries, NGOs etc.
